What language/s does the learner know?  
 
What are their literacy levels in those language/s? (Listening, speaking, reading, and 
wri�ng)  
 
Where do they use their language/s?  
 
 
How many years of formal schooling has the learner had before arriving in Aotearoa New 
Zealand? How many years of formal schooling have they had in Aotearoa New Zealand? 
 
 
Are there significant cultural values and prac�ces and/or religion recognised by the 
learner? 
 
What are the learner’s hobbies/interests out of school? 
 
 
Who does the learner socialise with at school and out of school?
