Co-operative Learning Activities

Small groups should be used where possible in the unit. This provides a less threatening environment for ESOL students to share their ideas. It also encourages discussion about the tasks being undertaken both formally and informally.

Activities can be structured in a co-operative way in the unit:

    * discuss the requirements of the assignment in relation to a 'model' book in small groups;

    * peer edit / proof read;

    * organise vocabulary learning activities in pairs or small groups;

    * provide small group discussion opportunities;

    * share the drafted reviews with other class members for constructive feedback.
