What is an argument?

The word argument is so mis-used that we need to look first at what it is not.

    * An argument is not about who can shout the loudest:

      "Will you shut up and listen!"

    * or about size:

      "I'm warning you"

    * or about power:

      "You're sacked and I don't want any arguments."

    * An argument is not an excuse:

      "I left it on the bus , sir!"

    * or a series of repetitions:

      "Yes you did!"

      "No I didn't!"

The more logical evidence you can find to support your argument the better your argument will be.
