Three Level Reading Guide.

Level One

2. students are not yet asked to read text aimed at adults

3. text may have different types of organisation which require students to make links

4. Specialist vocabulary has to be acquired
5. students have to think about the meaning of what they read.

Level Two 

Finding evidence between the lines.

1. Higher levels of thinking are not yet required at this level

2. Metacognition is needed so that students can use appropriate strategies
Level Three   Thinking beyond the text using evidence in the text
1.  Reading for Year 9s and 10s is complex and sophisticated and is becoming more so.
