Brainstorming

   1. Brainstorming

      Think, pair, share. To ensure all students are engaged in learning, ask them to brainstorm independently first, next share with a neighbour, and then with the whole class.

      Brainstorming enables students to:

          * think about what they already know;

          * link common words and ideas;

          * identify areas they would like to explore further. 

      Students can write down possible headings for each cluster of linked words and ideas. From these headings they can then develop key words to use in research.

   2. KWL

      Another approach to developing ideas is to use the first two stages of the KWL strategy. This will help students think about what they know and what they want to know about a chosen topic.
