Values Exploration

A Kiwi Identity - or Kiwi Identities?

Organise the class into small groups of 4-5 or work as a whole class if that is appropriate.

Getting Started

   1. Individually students record their points of view (values positions) about the idea of one common Kiwi Identity.

   2. In turns each student explains why s/he holds this values position. 

Exploring

   3. Discuss possible consequences of people holding differing values positions about being Kiwi - having a common Kiwi Identity. Consider positive and negative consequences; consequences for individuals and for the community.

   4. Discuss the meaning of terms such as: stereotype; monocultural; multicultural.

      If necessary look them up in a dictionary. 

Conclusions: What do you think?

   5. Is there such a thing as a Kiwi Identity? Why (not)? Summarise your be values position in no more than 49 words.
