From Speaking to Writing for Tasks - Colour Lists (transcript of teacher and student talk)

T. 
Today we are going to write some colour lists. I want you to think of some things that are blue and I am going to write them down here.

S. 
A pencil.

T. 
Yes, a pencil can be blue but can you think of something that there is only one of and it is always blue?

S. 
Sky.

T. 
Yes, the sky is blue.

S. 
A $10 note.

T. 
Yes, a $10 note is blue.

S. 
A t-shirt.

T. 
Yes, a t-shirt can be blue, or red or yellow. Can anyone tell me the name of some little berries that are blue?

S. 
Blueberries.

T. 
Yes, blueberries are blue.

From Speaking to Writing - Instructions

T. 
Go to a chair. Sit down. Eat your lunch. No, you can’t eat your lunch. I’m tricking you! Why can’t you eat your lunch?

S. 
Because we haven’t got our lunch, it’s in our bag.

T. 
That’s right, when you give instructions they have to be in the right order otherwise they don’t make sense and the job won’t be done properly. If I give you instructions that you can’t do you tell me – It doesn’t make sense, Miss.
