Student Instruction Sheet

   1. Reading List Summary: Selecting texts

      Your teacher will guide you in your selections. You will need to record your texts in the reading list summary template. Your teacher will check this through the year.

      Categories:

      Your selection must include nine texts from at least three of these categories:

          * Contemporary novel

          * Biography

          * Collection of short stories

          * Extended magazine articles

          * Website

          * Poetry anthology

          * Drama

          * Reference books

          * Pre-20th century text 

      Inclusive texts:

      Make sure that your selection of texts is inclusive. This means that you must include:

          * At least one male and one female author

          * At least two cultural perspectives, including Maori 

      Critical reputation:

      You need to make sure that two of your texts have a critical reputation. This could be:

          * A mention in a book about literature

          * Praise from a media review of the text

          * Evidence that it has won an award

          * Some information about or mention of the author in a secondary text 

   2. Reading Response

      You need to write a personal response for each of the nine texts recorded in your Reading List Summary. You must include the:

          * Date

          * Title

          * Author or source 

      Write about your own response to what you have read. You must refer to at least two specific details from the text to support your views.

   3. Recording evidence of critical reputation

      Use the template to fill in details for two of the texts you have read. One way of establishing a critical reputation is to do an internet search on the author. You will need to find another text or review that mentions the author or text you have read. Write what it says about it in the template.

   4. Giving evidence you have read the texts

          * Your teacher will use checkpoints during the year to make sure you are selecting texts correctly and have read all the texts in your reading list summary.

          * Your teacher will select one text from your reading list summary and ask you to talk about it or give a visual or written presentation. You will need to show your teacher you have read it by giving details about characters, the plot, the setting, an idea or an incident.
