Read an inclusive variety of written texts and record the reading experience

English Unit Standard: 12905 (version 2)

Level 2 
4 credits

This unit has one element:

Element 1 - Students must read nine texts from selected categories and record their response.

Conditions

    * Students may read texts in class or at home

    * Reading logs must be completed in class under supervision 

Assessment

    * Evidence of reading having taken place will be verified by teacher checkpoints throughout the three terms. This can be through informal discussion/questions

    * Evidence of texts being read is demonstrated for one random sample chosen by the teacher. This can be through discussion, or other appropriate written, oral or visual form 

Notes for assessors

Students may use a bi-lingual or English/English dictionary when writing logs.

Context

It is important that texts chosen relate to a topic being studied in class or will support learning in other subject areas. For ESOL students the teacher should select an appropriate text to study each term in class, followed by activities that model appropriate responses. Students can then choose their own texts to read, but may need to be guided in this.

Students who are not ready to be assessed at this level could be assessed using Unit Standard 8808 (Level 1) (See this English Online unit for an approach to this standard.

Other unit standards could be used in conjunction with this unit. Appropriate ones are: Unit Standard 8825 (Writing a longer review of a text. There are a number of English Online units and ESOL Online units addressing this standard), or ESOL Unit Standard 17361 (Read narrative texts independently).

Text selection

The main difference in text selection for this unit standard compared to 8808 (level 1) is that students are expected to read a collection of short stories and an anthology of poems if these categories are chosen. It is important for teachers to direct students to manageable collections.

Making judgements

All items in the range statements of performance criteria must be assessed. Students' reading logs will be assessed on whether the students have responded personally to the text and referred to details in the text to support their statements or viewpoints.
