Visual Language Techniques for Teacher Information

In the cartoon there are good examples of the following visual language techniques:

    * perspective, (compare the size of the hare and the tortoise) the use of colour, (red is associated with anger, also a popular colour for Asian dress)

    * the use of symbols (angry words shown as red flames, tortoise the animal that goes slow but gets there in the end, the hare that is brash, fast moving-but falters)

    * layout ( the hares body is central, carries the man and arches over the tortoise allowing the woman to be framed, like a victim and verbally abuse flows down on her from above)

    * the dominant image is the angry man on the hare[that also has an angry expression], his angry red face and the "words" sparking out of his megaphone directly above the frazzled woman's face.) 

It does not contain any verbal techniques but the visual techniques above give a clear message about the relationship between male and female drivers, (noting the cultural background of both!).
